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Humanity Vehicle Station

Master Shen-Kai always said:“Here is the
Humanity Vehicle station. If you want to convey
to Sravaka-Bodhisattva land, Pratyekabuddha-
Bodhisattva land, Bodhisattva land, Heavens land,
Sukhavati land, Vaiduryanirbhasa land, Maitreya
Bodhisattva inner land, even to the Buddha lands of
ten directions, or Innumerable Meanings land, you are
all welcome to take up the vehicles at the Humanity
Vehicle station.

Master also said: “The destination of Humanity

Vehicle is the Buddha land.”

What is the Humanity vehicle station? Master
Shen-Kai asked:

Simply said, we are human beings, our
Humanity Vehicle Buddhism (Jen Chen Buddhism)
is like a connection station called Humanity Vehicle
station. From this station, you can go to heaven land,
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Sukhavati land, Vaiduryanirbhasa land, Buddha lands
of ten directions. But to go to any of the Buddhas' pure
lands, you must purify your mind first! If your mind is
not pure, it is impossible to go to any of them.

People asked: “If our minds are not pure, can
we still be rebirth? We can just reborn with the
karma we have!” Yes, we can, with ten virtuous
deeds: no killing, no stealing, no sexual misconduct,
no lying, no frivolous and meaningless talk, no tale-
bearing, no slanderous speech, no greed, no hatred,
no foolishness and ignorance, we can rebirth into
heaven.

With ten evil deeds - killing, stealing, sexual
misconduct, lying, frivolous and meaningless talk, tale-
bearing, slanderous speech, greed, hatred, foolishness
and ignorance, we also can be rebirth, but where?
Reborn into hell!

If you have ignorant mind, behaving ignorantly,
you can be rebirth, but where? Be borne into the
animal realm.

If you have a habitual tendency of fighting, a
quarrelsome mind, you can be rebirth, but where?
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Reborn to the realm of asura.

If you are greedy, or have a superstitious mind,
you can be rebirth, but where? To the realm of ghost-
deities.

The Humanity vehicle Buddhism teaches sentient
beings to eradicate any distractive thoughts that arise
in the mind, and not to reincarnate continuously into
the six realms. We should always observe our mind
by curbing any distractive thoughts, thus purifying the
mind. With pure mind, we can go to the Buddha's
pure lands. If we do not want to go to the Buddha's
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lands, we can wait for the upcoming of Maitreya
Bodhisattva, who will appear on earth in the future.
When he achieves complete enlightenment and
become a Buddha, at that time, we all will have pure
minds, and human pure land will be established.

| just know, being a human, the first thing to do is
to purify the human minds. ShenKai is a human being,
it is most suitable for us to expound the Humanity
Vehicle Buddhism. If | happened to meet Sakyamuni
Buddha, he will be saying: *"My disciple, you are a
human being, good! good! You can expound the
Humanity Vehicle Buddhism, excellent! excellent!” He
definitely will praise me like this. Sakyamuni Buddha
appears in human form to attain Buddhahood. All of
the one thousand Buddhas in the Klapa of Virtue (the
present period of our earth) also have to come as
human beings to attain Buddhahood, as you can see,
the importance of Buddhism is to humanity, and to life!

As human beings, after your minds are purified,
if you want to be a Bodhisattva, you can learn the
buddhadharma for the Bodhisattva; you can also go
to the other worlds, or go to the other Buddhas’ Pure
lands. We advocate two sentences: “Pure mind-pure
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land, our innate nature Amitabha”, it means that when
our minds are purified, the land will be purified, our
buddha nature will be manifested. If everyone of us
can cultivate ourselves in order to uncover our innate
nature Amitabha, | believe Amitabha will praise us
and be very happy. This is the reason why ShenKai
wants to expound the Humanity Vehicle Buddhism.
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Learning and Practicing Buddhism
Starts with Transforming Inner
Sentient Beings

People learning and practicing Buddhist have
often heard the need to lead sentient beings (to learn
Buddhism). Some then become eager to persuade
others to learn Buddhism. Even though they put in a lot
of effort, they realize people are not always easy to to
lead (into Buddhism). They become discouraged and
stop learning Buddhism themselves. The end result is
they couldn’t even lead themselves.

We first need to know what is a sentient being.
There are two types: inner sentient being and outer
sentient being. Inner sentient being is referred to
our minds and the endless arising thoughts. Outer
sentient being is referred to everyone else other than
us, as well as any beings that have emotional state.
We ordinary people constantly have thoughts and
opinions. When facing different situations, different
thoughts arise. They are all inner sentient beings. If
we don’t transform inner sentient beings, and our
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troubling thoughts and emotions arise and react
according to the situation, how do we lead others (to
Buddhism)? Thus Master Shen Kai often said, “Lead
sentient beings, lead sentient beings, first lead inner
sentient beings, outer sentient beings then can be led”.
Bodhisattvas transform themselves and benefit others.
We are learning from the bodhisattvas, therefore we
need to first transform ourselves, then lead others.

For example, some people chant the Buddha
name, chant sutras, and bow to the Buddha daily,
but do not know to eliminate their negative habitual
tendencies. They argue and bicker with people,
criticize others. As a result, their family members
become reluctant to learn Buddhism. Their family
members wonder if these behaviors are the result of
learning and practicing Buddhism. They wouldn't
condone such behaviors. Some people are overly
eager. They don't know how to discern the right
opportunities or conditions. They talk about Buddhist
concepts to every person they meet, which causes
others to keep their distance. Thus being a Buddhist
practitioner, we need to first transform ourselves for
better, and maintain joy and clarity. When others see
us and our behaviors, they are glad to be near us,
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therefore, we can then naturally lead people to learn
and practice Buddhism.

Sariputra and Maudgalyayana used to be
practitioners of other teachings. One day, Sariputra

met a bhikkhu with a dignified deportment, wearing a
Buddhist robe, Bhikkhu Asvaiit.

Saiputra asked admiringly, *Who is your
teacher?”

" The Venerable Shakyamuni Buddha” the
Bhikkhu answered.

“| have heard your venerable teacher’s ability
to expound great teachings. Would you mind sharing
some of your teacher’s teachings?” Sariputra asked.

*| am young and haven't learned much, how can
young

| be able to speak of Buddha's amazing teachings?”
the Bhikkhu answered.

“Please have some compassion and share some
teachings.” Sariputra asked.

**All dharma (Buddha's teachings) arise from
conditions, and all dharma cease with conditions. ‘My
Buddhist elders often say as such.”
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Sariputra was instantly enlightened after

hearing this. Then he shared what he heard with
Maudgalyayana. He also became enlightened upon
hearing this teaching. Then the two went to pay
respect to the Buddha. They gave up their previous
practice, and became ordained Buddhist monks.

Thus Bhikkhu Asvaijit's dignified deportment led
the two esteemed practitioners becoming Buddhist
ordained monks.

According to yours truly, many people have
eliminated many negative habitual tendencies, such as
smoking, drinking, unnecessary socializing, throwing
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temper tantrums, hanging out with the wrong crowds,
and staying out overnight (not coming home), after
taking refuge in Buddhism. They started to focus on
the family and be respectful to the family members.
This resulted in a joyous family and led all family
members into taking refuge in Buddhism. Together,
they established a Buddhist family and lived a blissful
life. Their friends and colleagues also followed them
to take refuge in Buddhism after seeing the exemplary
family.

This is an example of first transform inner sentient
beings, then outer sentient beings can be led.

Some people asked the Venerable Master Shen
Kai, “Ksitigarbha Bodhisattva made a magnificent
vow: ‘If the hell realm is not empty, | vow not to attain
Buddhahood. When all sentient beings are saved,
then | shall attain Buddhahood.” There are so many
sentient beings out there, how does one lead everyone
out?”

The Venerable Master Shen Kai answered,
“Start with inner sentient beings. Once all inner
sentient beings have all transformed, then one attains

Buddhahood.”
